Dr. Eider was born in Vienng, fled from the Nazis with her parentsto Cuba, and later emigrated
to the United Sates. She obtained degreesin sociology and law from the University of Cdiforniaand
received an honorary doctorae in humane letters from Case Western Reserve Universty in 2005, She
taught pioneering classes on women and the law a& UCLA, is a founding member of the Generd
Evolution Research Group (GERG) and the Alliance for a Caring Economy (ACE), afelow of the
World Academy of Art and Science and World Business Academy, and acommissioner of the World
Commission on Globd Constiousness and Spiritudity, dong with the Dala Lama, Archbishop
Desmond Tutu, and other spiritud leaders.

Press 2000), The Pong o Partneship (New World Library 2002), Disdution (McGraw Hill 1977), and
The Equd Ridhts Handbodk (Avon 1978), have dso received wide use and criticd praise. Her 1995
Center for Partnership Studies sudy, Waren, Men, and the Gldod Quidity o L ife documents the strong
correlation between the status of women and the generd qudity of a nation@ life, based on statistica
data from 89 naions. She has published over 200 articles for publications ranging from Beéhaviad
St Futures Pditid Psyéday, and The UNESCO Caurig to Brain and Mind, Thelnternatiand Journd
d Ware® Sudes the Humen Rights Quartely, and the Wald Eng/éopaia o Pesae She is co-editor of
Eductingfa a Cutured Peace(Heinemann, 2004). Her new upcoming book, TheRed Wedth o Naians
Creting a Caring Eanarics (Berrett-K oehler, 2007) applies her research to the development of
economic policies and practices tha work for people and the Earth.
